), makes the following Regulations:
Citation, commencement and application

1. — LISTNUM "SEQ1" \l 2  These regulations may be cited as the School Governance (Invitation and Consideration of Pupils’ Views) (Prescribed Matters) (England) Regulations 2010 and come into force on [1st September 2010].
(1) These regulations apply in relation to England only.
Matters about which governing bodies must invite and consider the views of pupils

2. — LISTNUM "SEQ1" \l 2  For the purposes of section 29B(1) of the Education Act 2002 (matters about which the governing body of a maintained school must invite the views of pupils), the prescribed matters are:

(a) the governing body’s function to determine (and change) the time of school sessions pursuant to sections 32(1)(b) and 32(2)(b) of the Education Act 2002;

(b) the governing body’s functions in relation to the adoption of the curriculum policy (including the adoption of any revisions to it) pursuant to regulation 8 of the Education (School Government) (Terms of Reference) (England) Regulations 2000(
);

(c) the governing body’s function to prepare and publish a revised gender equality scheme pursuant to regulation 4 of the Sex Discrimination Act 1975 (Public Authorities) (Statutory Duties) Order 2006(
);

(d) the governing body’s functions in relation to the adoption of any revisions to their race equality policy pursuant to regulation 3 of the Race Relations Act 1976 (Statutory Duties) Order 2001(
); 

(e) the governing body’s function to prepare an accessibility plan pursuant to section 28D(8) of the Disability Discrimination Act 1995(
); and

(f) the governing body’s function to prepare and publish a revised Disability Equality Scheme under regulation 2 of the Disability Discrimination (Public Authorities) (Statutory Duties) Regulations 2005(
).

EXPLANATORY NOTE

(This note is not part of the Order)

These Regulations prescribe matters about which the governing body of a maintained school must invite and consider the views of pupils pursuant to section 29B of the Education Act 2002.
Regulation 2 prescribes the governing body’s functions in relation to determining and changing the times of school sessions, adopting the curriculum policy (including any revisions to it), revising their gender equality scheme, race equality policy and disability equality scheme and preparing an accessibility plan under the Disability Discrimination Act 1995.
The matter prescribed in regulation 2(b) (adoption of the curriculum policy) does not apply in relation to the governing body of a maintained nursery school. The Education (School Government) (Terms of Reference) Regulations 2000 do not apply to governing bodies of maintained nursery schools and therefore such governing bodies do not have any functions in relation to the adoption of a curriculum policy (or any revisions to it).
